There is not any measurable upstream drainage area contributing to this project. The 
runoff from this project wi II drain to the east and west ends of the proposed street and 
discharge into the existing deep ravines. The ravines discharge directly to Flint Creek. 

Area Drainage Problems: 
This survey does not lie in designated Flood Zone A as per FIRM Map Number 
05007C0215J, Effective Date: September 28, 2007. 

Hydrologic Computations: 

The Rational Method was used to analyze the drainage for this site. For a ll pre­
development areas, a runoff coefficient of 0.30 was used .
